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Ladies and Gentlemen,

I would first like to thank the EETT for inviting me to participate in this conference
today. I regret not having the pleasure of being with you, owing to prior
commitments.

I would like to present briefly our vision on the need for regulatory certainty in
Europe. Certainty is the pre-requisite for economic actors to invest. The new
framework in the European Union can provide such certainty if it is timely and
properly implemented. Regulators will play a key role to promote competition, protect
the citizen and consolidate the single market, while taking account of the need for
innovation and the long-term sustainability of the sector.

In this connection, I would like to congratulate both the Greek Ministry of
Communications and the EETT for the significant progress made in promoting
competition in Greece over the past three years.

As you know, the EU Member States had until end of July to adopt the national
legislative measures transposing the new Directives.

We are informed that as far as Greece is concerned the Ministry has already prepared
a draft law following public consultation.

We look forward to receiving notification of the adoption of the Greek legislation as
soon as possible.

The Commission attaches particular importance to the proper functioning of the
national regulators. Also, under the new framework regulators have new tasks. They
will have to define and analyse the relevant electronic communications markets and
impose appropriate ex ante obligations on operators found to have significant market
power.

We are glad to see that over the past three years, the EETT has received additional
resources and has built up valuable expertise, which will be helpful in facing these
challenges.

Empowerment of the NRA is key to the successful implementation of the new
framework. That is why national laws need to fully incorporate the NRAs’ objectives
established at EU level. Also their tasks need to be clearly and transparently
established and their independence and impartiality guaranteed.




Equally important, the full range of powers envisaged by the new framework must be
given to NRA by national law. In particular, it should be able to choose from the full
range of remedies provided for by the new framework when deciding how best to deal
with a lack of effective competition on a given market.

What are the new challenges deriving from the consistent application of the new
regulatory framework?

Regulators will need to work closely with each other and with the Commission to
ensure consistency. The European Regulators Group is a key instrument to exchange
views and find common approaches to tackling regulatory problems.

Despite the progress achieved so far, competition is not yet fully developed in some
markets. Dominant operators may still exercise their market power in a manner,
which forecloses new entry or extends their dominance to the other markets.

In most cases, lack of competition results from the existence of a number of structural,
legal and regulatory barriers. In addressing this problem, the European Regulators
Group is currently working with the Commission on finding a consistent approach to
the application of remedies.

Remedies need to be in line with the principle of proportionality of the new
framework’s key objectives of promoting competition, contributing to the
development of the internal market and promoting the interests of EU citizens.

Regulators must find the right balance between facilitating market entry and
maintaining the incentives for operators to continue investing in new and emerging
technologies. As a general principle, emerging markets should be allowed to develop
according to the normal dynamics of market forces. Early intervention in an emerging
market should be considered only in very exceptional circumstances.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

With eEurope 2005, we have set as our objective to achieve widespread broadband
availability and use in the Union by 2005. Member States are expected to adopt
national strategies by the end of this year. The new regulatory framework needs to be
applied to increase competition while respecting technological neutrality. Thus legal
certainty is provided to foster investment. This in turn will generate the development
of competition between different access infrastructures, giving better quality of
services to the consumer.

I wish you a lot of success with your conference and I am confident that it will largely
contribute to make progress towards achieving this common objective.
